Some of his
works can be seen at
CCBB, in the collection
of 18 posters produced
by the artist for the
Phaté Cinematographic
Company.

Apart from the
exhibition, the program
also features the release
of the book Céndlido

de Faria: Um llustrador

Amedeo Modigliani. The
works exhibited at CCBB
were acquired between
1946 and 1947 by Francisco
Matarazzo Sobrinho, a.k.a.
Ciccillo, and his wife,
Yolanda Penteado; this is
perhaps the most important
collection of modern Italian
painting of the first half of
the 20th century outside
Italy. It is also the only
representative collection in
the Americas.
